Meeting called to order at 2:10 p.m.  As there was not a quorum, all action items that were agreed upon during the meeting would be submitted to the board for a vote via e-mail.  

The following items were discussed:   

1) Minutes (courtesy of Ingrid Novodvorsky) from the 04/07/06 meeting were reviewed and no revisions were offered.  It was agreed that the minutes should be submitted to the board via e-mail for adoption.  

2) Director’s report from Mike Diehl was reviewed (see attached).  

3) Treasurer’s Report submitted by Karen Conzelman (see attached).

4) The problems associated with the publication of JANAS were discussed.  E-mail votes colleted by Perry Baker were submitted for review.  All submitted votes were in favor of modifying the budget to include the typesetting expenditure for the next issue.  Whether we could afford to continue paying for typesetting was discussed.  It was suggested that the rate charged for typesetting was reasonable .  It was suggested that BioOne might be contacted for suggestions and feedback. Based on the discussion, it was decided that a proposal to add $1,500 total to the existing JANAS budget for typesetting should be submitted for approval to the board.  This money is available in the current budget as surplus and this would be an as an intermediate-term solution to the problem of typesetting. Further discussion of long-term solution to type setting issues was tabled until the next meeting.  Possible restructuring of editorial responsibilities (first discussed at the January meeting in Tucson) and accompanying requisite by-law changes were also tabled until the January meeting.  

5) There was a discussion of JANAS archive.  No conclusion could be reached and the item was tabled until the next board meeting.  

6) The expenditure of $680 by Owen David for the last annual meeting that has not been paid was discussed.  This cost was presumed to have been covered by the university administration, but was not.  Owen was planning to make one more request for their support. It was agreed that this expense should be paid as part of the Annual Meeting budget, if it is not covered by the U of A, and approval of this expenditure is included as a voting item 

7) Nominations for ANAS officers were discussed.  Nominations are needed for President Elect, Editor of the Journal, and Nevada director.  It was also mentioned that the President needed to confirm that the individuals responsible for Teacher Awards, High School Grants-in-Aid and HS scholarship are still willing to serve in these appointed capacities.  If not, new individuals needed to be identified.  Karen mentioned that these awards had been advertised in the Arizona Science Teacher Association’s newsletter this fall.
