The meeting was called to order at 9:45 am.

Journal Issues
We have received an inquiry from EBSCO regarding how many issues of JANAS are published each year, and whether their subscribers should expect one, two, or three a year. Issue 39(2) is in the works, as a psychology issue. Issue 40(1) is currently being typeset; about half the articles have been submitted for 40(2).  

Buck has an incomplete set of back issues; should we send them to JSTOR to send out reprints of articles? Where should back issues be available? It was suggested that the Membership Secretary handle back issues; the editor needs to send extra copies of each print run to that person. (We will need to amend bylaws to reflect additional duties.)

Newsletter

Michael Menke was not at meeting. Karen expressed concern about glitches with the transition to new Newsletter Editor; we need to get a Newsletter out soon, with a call for papers for upcoming Annual Meeting. Buck agreed to take over following up with Michael and Owen regarding Newsletter.

Annual Meeting

Midwestern probably won’t host the meeting in 2008; Perry suggested we could meet at Southwestern College in April. We discussed the potential need for liability insurance to cover meetings. We discussed setting April 5, 2008 as the date for the Annual Meeting; Boris will send out a notice of date and location to the listserv. Aregai will send Perry his checklist for Annual Meeting.

Board Membership

Tony Brazel will move back into the position of JANAS Editor after Volume 40. Perry will talk to Pedro Chavez, Midwestern University, about serving as Permanent Secretary. Perry will retain his role with the teacher awards. Ingrid will work on recruiting a new Membership Secretary, possibly Elizabeth Arnold from UA. Perry encouraged all board members to recruit new members and officers. Karen has talked to Bob McCord about serving on the board. We discussed the need to recruit Section Directors. Perry will contact Simon Lei in Nevada about being the Nevada Director. Aregai will work on a replacement for Northern AZ Director. 

Science Olympiad

The tournament is March 1, 2008 at GCC. Karen suggested an award in Bud Ellis’s memory, as he started Science Olympiad in Arizona. Given Bud’s interest, she suggested associating this award with the natural history event. Florence moved that we allocate an additional $100 for an award in Bud’s memory, to be given to the top team in the natural history event; Perry seconded and the motion passed.

HS Grants/Teacher Awards/Scholarships

Steve Schuster will continue overseeing the Bud Ellis award. Karen expressed some concern about not getting applications for our Undergrad Scholarship, and whether we should try to market the program more aggressively. Perry counseled that we not worry about this.

New Business

Grants in Aid—Aregai asked what we should do about an application received after the deadline, from undergrads at ASU. He had previously awarded two other grants, one to a graduate student and one to undergraduates. Since we budgeted for a total of three awards, the Grants in Aid committee will award this third award.

Aregai reported that he was able to get the last Annual Meeting paid for by other sources besides ANAS, including grant money.

Treasurer’s Report

Karen distributed the report and reviewed it. 

Membership Secretary Report

We currently have 97 memberships paid through 2007; 47 members didn’t renew after 2006.
